ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER APPOINTING ADMINISTRATIVE JUDGES
FOR THE CIRCUIT AND COUNTY COURTS FOR 2021

WIIEREAS, pursuant to the authority of Rule 2.215(b)(5), Florida Rules of Judicial

Administration, the chiefjudge may designate ajudge in any court or court division ofcircuit or

county courts as "administrative judge" ofany court or division to assist with the administrative

supervision ofthe court or division; and

WHEREAS, the administrative judges and associate administrative judges shall be

responsible to the chiefjudge, shall have the power and duty to carry out the responsibilities

assigned by the chiefjudge, and shall serve at the pleasure of the chiefjudge; and

WHEREAS, the adminisrative judges and associate administrative judges assist the chief

judge with the managerial, administrative and liaison duties ofthe chiefjudge with respect to the

judges in the Circuit and court personnel. Administrative judges and associate administrative

judges also assist with recommendations regarding assignments and reassignment ofcases as

necessary; assist with coverage ofdivisions as needed; scheduling hearing officers, magistrates,

etc., as contracted with the Court; implement procedures as envisioned in administrative orders

for the orderly handling of misdemeanors, traffic, felonies, non-criminal citation, juvenile matters,

family law matters; civil matters and any other tasks as assigned by the chiefjudge to ensure the

efficient operation of the Court;

NOW, THERI,FORE, I, Donald A. Myers, Jr., pursuant to the authority vested in me as

Chief Judge ofthe Ninth Judicial Circuit of Florida under Rule 2.21 5, Florida Rule of Judicial

Administration, order the following appointments of administrative judges and any associate

administrative judges in the Ninth Judicial Circuit and County Courts, effective January 1,2021,



as stated herein, and shall continue until further order of this Court unless otherwise provided

herein and superseding any provisions in prior Administrative Orders which may be inconsistent:
